
 Passport and Student Visa Check 

Prior to starƟng your course, your College will need to check your passport and Student visa. This 
document explains what you need to provide. This varies depending on whether you applied for 
your visa from outside the UK or from in the UK.  

You applied for your visa from outside the UK     
(entry clearance) 

Provide your share code* to your College.          

In-person passport check 

Bring your original passport.

Show other evidence of 
date of entry to the UK, 
for example:  

- Boarding pass 

- Flight Ɵcket 

- Email flight confirmaƟon 

This can be a physical or 
electronic document.    

You applied for your visa in the UK 
(permission to stay)

code* to your College

In-person passport check 

Bring your original passport.    

Date of entry to UK 

At your passport check, you will need to        
provide evidence of your arrival date in the UK.  

Did you receive a date stamp in your passport 
when you entered the UK?

*Generate a 'share code' via www.gov.uk/view-prove-immigraƟon-status - further instrucƟons will also have 
been sent to you by UKVI in the decision email you received when your visa was granted. When you generate the 
share code, ensure you choose the opƟon 'To prove my immigraƟon status for anything else' when asked why 
you need the code - the share code should begin with S.
